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The ibid Dashboard appears only in Projection mode and
provides the following tools:
.

Recalibrate the Whiteboard

Touch to calibrate the board if the Annotate a Custom Area
projector or board has been moved. Touch, then drag to select a
custom-shaped area of the pro-
jected screen for annotation.

Show/Hide the Tools

Touch Show Tools to expand
the Dashboard. Touch Hide
Tools to collapse it to save
space.

Show Annotation Area Tools
Touch to reveal three annotation
area choices.

Right Mouse Click
Touch to make your
next tap a right
mouse click. (Touch
this button before
each right click.)

Annotate a Rectangular
Annotate Full Screen ~ Area

Touch to “freeze” the Touch, then drag to select
entire screen for a rectangular area of the
annotation. projected screen for
annotation.

Use the Escape Key

Touch to perform the same action as
the Escape key on the keyboard (for
example, to leave full-screen view).

What does each button do?

Toggle Dashboard – press to display or hide the Dashboard


Select Next/Previous Snapshot

Press the arrows to scan forward/back through snapshots.

Print the Board
Select the printer button to print the current screen or open the ibid file that you would like to print. Select file then print. When the dialog box appears specify your printer and click on preview. Click on print. 

Show Ibid

Press to bring the software to the foreground or background.

Project onto the Whiteboard

Press to turn LCD Projection mode on/off.

Change Pen Color

Press then write on the board in red, black, green or blue.

Erase

Press Narrow Erase and use your finger for small erasures, or press Wide Erase and muse the eraser for large areas.

Erase the Whole Board

Press to save a snapshot of the board’s contents in the software and open up a new, black board. Then, use the eraser to erase all writing on the board.
