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Using your IBID Board!
The Basics
Your board should be connected to the computer and the software should already be installed. Just in case the connection comes loose though there should be a cable running from the back of your computer to underneath the lower left corner of the board. There is also a power cable that should be plugged into the underside of the lower left corner. 

The LCD projector sends the picture to the board. You can type information in on the computer and it will appear on the board and then you can draw, emphasis with color and erase the information. 
Step 1 – Start the IBID Board

a) Start your PC.

b) Click on Start> Programs>IBID (The software starts up and detects the whiteboard. You should hear a chime sound indicates the connection is made.)

Step 2 – Configure your IBIB Board

a) Select Edit in the menu bar.

b) Select Configure Whiteboard.

c) Click on Next

d) Click on Finish

Step 3 – Calibrate your IBIB Board. (Note you must do this every time even if you just move or bump into the board. )

a) Make certain that the image is completely and squarely projected onto the board without covering the icon strip on the left of the board. (The projected image does not have to completely fill the board.)

b) Press Projection on the board or click on              in the software. The Projection LED on the board lights and a dialog box appears. (If the dialog box does not appear, select Edit>Options. On the Projection Properties tab, uncheck the Us previous calibration points checkbox. Repeat Step 3.)
c) Touch the points where the red lines intersect in order as prompted. 

Or

a) Touch Calibrate on the project dashboard or in the software select Edit>Configure Whiteboard and click Next. 

b) Touch the points where the red lines intersect in order as prompted. 

You are all set! Refer to the diagram below for information on each of the items on the icon strip.
